Payment Methods

Parent Duties

Parents of registered children are expected to perform school duties. The school
duties may be waived by paying a fee ($20 per student). The school duties are
assigned by school. Parents who waive school duties may still be required to
perform class duties assigned by class teacher or Class Parent Representatives.
The following individuals are exempt from School Parent Duties: CCCS Board
Members, CCCS Teachers, and Class Parent Representatives.

Class Observation

Upon request, one free class trial can be granted per student per class.
Observation written permission can be obtained from school Principals. A student
without completion of registration or without a written observation permission from
the school will NOT be permitted to enter the class.

Class Withdraw and Refund Policies

Full refund will be given to students who withdraw classes on or before March 7,
2012.

Refund request must be made in writing including an address where the refund
check is sent to and a telephone number to contact. Refund checks will be issued
within 5 business days after the request is made.

NO refund will be given after March 7, 2012 (except for medical reasons).
